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Transfer Student Policy

Individuals who have attended other college and universities are eligible to attend CCBC as full-time or part-time students. Transfer credit will be awarded for course work that has been approved by the Registrar. In order to be admitted with full-time status, the student must submit all of the admission requirements as listed in the College Catalog.

Students must also submit official transcripts of work taken at other colleges or universities to the Registrar for evaluation toward a degree, diploma or certificate program. The transfer of “D” grades will be considered when the overall QPA on the respective transcript is a 2.0 or higher. Normally, the statute of limitations on work taken prior to entry at CCBC is seven years. CCBC’s Registrar may approve exceptions.

Transfer students who are under academic probation or dismissal from another college or university may be admitted as full-time students.

Transfer students must complete a minimum of 15 semester hours of credit with a 2.0 QPA at Community College of Beaver County before being eligible for graduation.
